Collection Overview 
 

Biographical Information 

The Beane, Gilmore, and Prescott Family Photographs and Papers center on two sisters, Mary 

“Mae” Prescott Gilmore (1875-1968) and Flora Belle Prescott Beane (1873-1959). They were 

the daughters of George (1845-1901) and Nellie (1847-1921) (Edgerly) Prescott, of Epping, New 

Hampshire. 

 

Belle Prescott married Norman Beane (1874-1920) at Epping on June 28, 1905. Norman was 

first Superintendent of the Newington, NH, Poor Farm, then owner of a men’s clothing and shoe 

store in Portsmouth, NH. They had no children. 
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Mae Prescott married George Gilmore (1875-1943) at Epping on July 21, 1903. They lived in 

Epping, NH, where he was pharmacist, veterinarian, Justice of the Peace, and Judge of the 

Epping municipal court. They had no children. 

 

Martha Hicks (1921-?) and Vernon Prescott (1919-1993) married in 1941 and had at least three 

children: James Vernon (1946-1946), Verna Anne (1955-1969), and Bonnie Jean. They lived in 

Florida. Vernon was born at Durham, NH, on December 6, 1918, son of Edwin A. and Sarah 

Frances (Fieldsend) Prescott. Edwin (1870-1942) was a brother of Belle and Mae. 

 

Collection Scope and Content Note: 

The Beane, Gilmore, and Prescott Family Photographs and Papers consist largely of photographs 

of sisters Belle Prescott Beane and Mae Prescott Gilmore. Most are of the sisters together, or of 

Mae Prescott Gilmore and her husband, George; most were taken in the 1920s and 1930s. There 

are supporting genealogical notes and photocopies of newspaper clippings documenting the 

larger, extended family.

The materials in this collection are arranged alphabetically by surname. Within each surname, a 

folder of information about the family is followed by folder(s) of photographs.
